Brian Law was appointed
Director of Music in
August 2004

Brian Law is a superbly
qualified, experienced and
recognised musician. He
studied at the Royal School of
Church Music in England, is a
Fellow of the Royal College of
Organists with Distinction in
Choir Training, and is a
Licentiate of the Royal
Academy of Music.

In 1965 Brian emigrated to
Canada, where he quickly
established and extended his
reputation for excellence with
The Choir of St Matthew’s
Church, Ottawa. It was soon
acknowledged as the finest
men and boys choir in
Canada.

Brian was at the heart of
choral, operatic and orchestral
life in Canada for 25 years
before he came to NZ in 1991
as Music Director for the
Christchurch City Choir, a
position he still holds. He has
taken the choir to world class
standards of performance and
achieved critical acclaim for
their annual programme of
masterful and inspired
concerts.
